Baptism Procedure

1. When an individual expressed the desire to be baptized, he or she should contact 

TCCC church leaders at once.

2. The individual must exhibit genuine conversion experience in the Lord. By genuine conversion experience, we mean the individual must have accepted the Lord Jesus as his or her personal Savior and has the assurance of salvation.
3. The baptismal candidate should be at least 12 years of age (the age of accountability), there is no upper limit. If the candidate is a minor (under 18), then the church needs parental consent. If the person reached legal age, the church encourages the individual to seek the blessing from his or her parents.
4. The individual will then be given an application form. The form must be returned to the church as soon as it is completed with a passport size photo. This form should be submitted to any of the Transition Team Leaders or any members of the Deacon Board.
5. A one page conversion testimony must also be attached to the application.

6. Upon the receipt of the application form, the church will review the form and make sure that everything is in good order. 

7. Then the church will assign someone, either the pastor or deacons will interview 

the individual about conversion, faith, family, devotion and church service.

8. The individual should attend the baptismal class to learn about more on the meaning of baptism, Christian doctrines, tithing and church life in general.

9. Upon the completion of the baptismal class, the church will inform the candidate

about the date of baptism.

10. On the day of baptism, bring an extra set of clothing to change and towels to wipe 
of excessive water.

11. Meet with the pastor during the Sunday School hour with a final briefing.

12. During the worship service, the candidate will be given a chance to share a brief personal testimony to the congregation.

13. Upon finishing the testimony, proceed quickly to the changing room and change into the attires of baptism.

14. After the baptism, quickly change and return to your seat.
15. The pastor or leaders of the church will present a gift and baptismal certificate to each candidate.

16. The candidates will then take a picture with the pastor and leaders.
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
